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            There is no telling how many times I’ve eaten at McDonalds.  McDonalds as we all know sells hamburgers.  The chain was founded by the McDonald brothers in Southern California.  A milkshake machine salesman named Ray Kroc tried to get the McDonald brothers to expand the business so he could sell them more milk shake machines.
	The McDonald brothers did not want to expand so Ray Kroc bought the business and expanded it.  The rest is history.  For years each McDonalds advertised how many billions of hamburgers they had sold.  I recently heard our District Superintendent, Dr. Mike Cash, point out that McDonalds, with all those billions of hamburgers sold, is not in the business of making hamburgers.  McDonalds is in the business of making money.  Hamburgers, French fries, milkshakes, and Egg McMuffins are simply the tools McDonalds uses to make money.
	This is not unlike the church.  We do a lot of things at church.  We worship.  We study God’s word.  We sing.  We pray.  We barbecue chickens.  We barbecue pork.  We attend UMW.  The youth ski.  The children have egg hunts and Bible School and enjoy the Wednesday after school program.  We give to missions and sometimes work on missions projects.  
	Yet, this is not the business of the church.  The mission or business of the church is to “make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.”  Our business is to bring others to Jesus Christ.  The things we do at church are simply the tools we have to equip and enable us to do this.
	This month I challenge each of us to consider who we would like to see become a disciple of Jesus Christ.  Invite them, or better still bring them to the “Disciple Making Place.”  Invite them to come and join us for worship and a plate of barbecue this Sunday.  Invite them to come and join us for the Brown Bag Bible Study.  Invite them to come and join us for Sunday School.  Let’s remember we are in the disciple making business and let’s take our business seriously.
